At our church officer retreat last month, our Session 

adopted the theme for 2011,  “Each One Bring One”.  

We will be engaged this year on an Outward Focus

small groups, prayer time, worship attendance). 

In each instance, the Session is challenging each 

member to consider inviting someone to come 

alongside you as you volunteer in mission projects 

around the church and community.  If you are work-

ing on a Habitat house or Rebuilding  Together Pro-

ject, don’t just go alone but invite someone to join 

you, in keeping with the theme “Each One Bring 

One”. 

As we consider our Inward Focus of going to a church 

school class, worship or being part of a small group, 

each member is encouraged to reach outside the 

membership and “Each One Bring One.” 

When opportunities come for service and mission, 

caring has no limits.  If you are open to persons who 

need the help God has empowered you to give—go 

the extra mile and ask someone else to join with you.  

God never asks us to be experts, just people who 

care with a loving heart.  Our personal witness 

should always leave room to bring someone else 

along on the journey of compassion.   

“Each One Bring One” has powerful implications for 

our inward focus and growth.  The church of Jesus 

Christ has not grown to three billion members world 

wide because people were timid about their faith.  If 

we practice that same bold example when we think 

of worship, coming to a Bible Study or Sunday 

school, walking with Jesus will be an adventure that 

can have eternal and powerful implications.

“Each One Bring One” 
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For two summers, in 1959 

and 1960, Jean Francois 

Gravelot became famous 

for making multiple trips 

across Niagara Falls on a 

tightrope.  He made trips 

on stilts, on a bicycle, at 

night, blindfolded, and 

pushing a wheelbarrow,  

incorporating  somersaults 

along the way.  One oft-

told story about his impressive feats involves a man who said 

aloud he believed the entertainer could push someone across 

the falls in that wheelbarrow.  But when given the opportunity 

to act on that belief, the man declined. 

 

Fast-forward to the present.  Craig Groeschel has written a pro-

vocatively-titled book: Christian Atheist: When You Believe in 

God But Live as if He Doesn’t Exist.  Groeschel is a pastor who 

concedes that he himself is a recovering Christian Atheist and 

asserts that America’s churches are full of them.  What is a 

Christian Atheist?  The book’s subtitle is succinct: someone who 

believes in God but lives as if God doesn’t exist.  What does 

that look like?  The chapter titles give some clues.  I’ve listed a 

few.  Add the following phrases after this initial clause:  

  

When you believe in God but… 
 

…don’t really know him      …are ashamed of your past    …won’t 

forgive    …don’t think you can change         …trust more in 

money     …don’t share your faith …not in his church  …not 

in prayer. 

 

The underlying question becomes clear.  Do we who claim to be 

Christians really live like we believe God exists?  Another way to 

ask it might be: Do we act according to what we believe or say 

one thing and do another?   For example, when faced with a 

difficult situation, how often do we try our hardest to work 

things out on our own, maintaining a false sense of control, and 

only call on God when the bottom falls out? Or consider this.  Is 

it possible that at your funeral there will be a whole group of 

people who knew you well but didn’t even know you went to 

church, let alone that Jesus Christ was the Lord of your life?   
   

 

 

 

 
 

How many of us are living with unconfessed sin and the accom-

panying guilt, all the while offering God’s grace and forgiveness 

to others in the name of Jesus Christ? 

 

While the book is challenging, it also offers wonderful visions of 

hope and promise.  There are stories of people freed from 

shame, of relationships mended through forgiveness, of people 

coming to know Christ because of believers’  testimonies, of 

churches living faithfully together in community, and of lives 

transformed through prayer.  When we as the church act on 

what we say we believe, God works wonders among us! 

 

Groeschel’s book ends with a call to ‘third-line’ Christianity.  He 

recalls a vivid dream in which Christ called him across three 

lines.  A step across the first line is an acknowledgement of 

one’s need for Christ.  It involves accepting Jesus as Lord and 

Savior and comes with all the benefits of salvation and mem-

bership in Christ’s body, the church.  A step across the second 

line leads one into a deeper faith journey in which one gives 

back in gratitude for God’s amazing gift of grace, but only to the 

point when the giving starts to hurt.  A step across the third line 

is a step into a life of complete self-sacrifice in the name of 

Jesus Christ. 

 

We all call ourselves Christians, and with Christ in our hearts, 

we speak the truth.  The challenge of the book and, more im-

portantly, the challenge of Jesus himself in the book is to 

boldly, joyfully and wholeheartedly step across the third line 

into a fuller, richer, deeper, costlier life of faith.  Let us encour-

age each other and build each other up and walk together 

across that third line, living out what we say we believe.  Jump 

into the wheelbarrow, knowing God does exist and he is mighty 

to save!

The God of Romance 
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WINDOW  ñPAINSò 

Our church building is getting a 

new look - slowly but surely!  Have 

you noticed the new appearance of 

the windows that have been re-

placed in various areas of our 

church?  Have you ever counted 

the number of windows - should 

we say openings - in this beautiful 

edifice?  Using the churchôs  blue-

prints, the large bay windowðor 

openingðin the Brideôs Room con-

sists of five windows.  Looking at 

the west side of the Chapel, one 

opening has triple-hung windows.  

Some openings in the Sanctuary 

are three windows wide.   The an-

swer to the number of windows 

depends upon a variety of criteria.  

To some, the variety to life is excit-

ing; however, the variety of window 

shape, size, and workmanship is 

costly. 

Thanks to Brad Southwick and his 

crew, new storm windows were 

made several years ago, but 

weather conditions and age dete-

riorates wood over a period of 

time.  Bradôs efforts have served 

their purpose.  We find heating 

costs, rotting sills, and broken win-

dows are continual maintenance 

problems.  

More to this story--- 

This project is probably half done.  At the time of the writing of this message, approximately $11,000 savings has 

been made in our heating bills.  The Building and Maintenance Committee agrees this is a significant accomplish-

ment.  They have agreed to give a priority commitment to this project, but they need the support of the congregation.  

Thus far, not $1 has been taken from the budget of First Presbyterian Church for these windows nor for their installa-

tion. 

The Sanctuary and Chapel windows will be the next set (or sets) of replacements to be made.  Both areas will re-

quire building scaffolding both inside and outside the building.  Since our church is over fifty years old, all of the win-

dows have been custom made.  Estimates for completion have been given in the amount of between $400,000 to 

$500,000. 

A ñWindowsò fund has been established with our churchôs  Business Administrator, and checks can be marked for 

her direction to be set aside for this project.  The Building and Maintenance Committee would appreciate your contri-

butions. 

Through the generosity of  several 

members of our congregation, this 

awesome project of replacement 

has been started.   Two years ago, 

the windows on the north and south 

sides of the church were replaced .  

Most of these windows were the 

same size so a common pattern 

was helpful in making this cost 

$240,748.  Eighteen more windows 

for the Brideôs Room, the apart-

ment, and the garage have been 

replaced this fall and early winter.  

These windows included a variety 

of sizes and installation took time, 

thus the cost of $46,573 was spent 

for this set. 

Our thanks to Alan Simmons and 

his crew for installation and to John 

Linder and Odle Painting for the 

completion of these windows.   Un-

der their direction, we hope these 

windows will last another fifty years.   

We appreciate their efforts. 

By the end of January, First Pres will be required to pay $31.15 per capita to the Presbytery based upon the 
membership of the congregation (total due $21,711.55).  If you would like to help with this expense by pay-
ing your family’s per capita, please make a note in the memo section of your check.
