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For Christians, there is no more central con-

cept to our faith than the idea of love, particu-

larly in the Gospel of John.  John knew in a 

very real sense that Christianity collides dra-

matically with the real-

ity of the human condi-

tion, as when we start 

talking about love – 

love for neighbor, love 

for enemies, and perhaps the most difficult 

challenge of all, love for one another. 

 

John is a philosopher.  He begins with a con-

cept, an idea to ponder – that in the beginning 

was the Word.  Then John makes a staggering 

assertion:  the Word became flesh.  We believe 

Jesus of Nazareth was the Word made flesh. 

 

An idea that is unique to John in the Gospels 

is that the best, most accurate word to de-

scribe God – the God Jesus revealed – is love.  

That‘s new.  God had otherwise been de-

scribed by words like ―power‖, ―majesty‖, 

―omnipotence‖, ―righteousness‖; God had been 

described as ―creating‖, ―judging‖, ―punishing‖.  

John‘s absolutely unique emphasis is that God 

is love.  As John‘s story of Jesus moves toward 

its conclusion, love emerges as the central 

point, and, of course, Jesus expressed to His 

followers that love and calls us to live that 

love in the world today.  And we know that‘s a 

challenge for us as individuals and the church. 

 

The history of religion is the story of human 

attempts to attach conditions to God‘s love – 

rules, regulations, rituals, traditions that will 

make us feel that we do deserve God‘s good 

will.  Surely you have to do something to re-

ceive God‘s love.  And the word here is, ―Stop 

it.  Be silent.  Quit objecting, and ponder the 

amazing proposition that you are loved eter-

nally by the One who created you, the One 

who died to show you that love.‖ 

 
There is no ethical imperative in the fourth 

Gospel  – no ―turn the other cheek‖, no ―walk a 

second mile‖, no ―give your cloak away‖.  Just 

this:  ―Love one another as I have loved you.‖ 

 

It may be the most difficult thing He ever 

asked us to do.  And how are we to do it? 

 

I believe the challenge of our day and genera-

tion is to come to terms with the love of God, 

which was fully revealed in Jesus Christ.  

That alone can make a difference in the way 

we live our lives at home, at work, with 

neighbors far and wide and close at hand. 

 

Often we say, ―Jesus died for our sins‖, and it 

is true.  But this writer John says also He died 

for love.  He died 

quite simply to show 

you how profoundly 

you are loved.  He is 

the Word made 

flesh.  He is the 

Word of God.  He is the word ―love‖.  He is 

these amazing words of God:  ―I love you.  I 

want you to tell the world about Me by your 

love, and when you are together, I want you to 

be an institution – a church that loves the 

world as I have loved you.  I want you to live 

in My love.‖ 

 

That, my friends, is the challenge of our day.  

It‘s not easy.  But love is never easy.  

  The Challenge of Our Day

another... 

… as I have 

loved you 
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Clarity 
I have always liked the word clarity.  It just seems, I don‘t know, so…clear.  Many times I have gone to the 

Lord in prayer asking for clarity about a decision or a situation.  We ask each other questions in order to clarify 

each other‘s understanding.  I‘ve come to believe that when people ask me lots of questions about something 

I‘ve said or done, it might be time to clarify.  And some folks have been asking plenty of questions! 
 

In a recent sermon I made mention of the truth that nowhere 

in scripture is the phrase ―personal relationship with Jesus 

Christ‖ ever written.  This was one part of a sermon designed 

to help us think bigger about several topics including heaven, 

resurrection and salvation.   I mentioned this truth to underscore our need to look beyond ourselves when seek-

ing understanding about salvation.  In John 3:16, the gospel writer uses the Greek word kosmos, which we 

translate as world.  But that is really too small a word for God‘s love and for salvation.  God sent his son Jesus 

Christ to save the cosmos; the whole universe.  So salvation is more than you and me getting our tickets into a 

beautiful afterlife.  God plans to use believers to bring the message of salvation to all who will hear.  So here is 

the clarification.  A personal relationship with Jesus Christ is very important!  Because of this relationship, the 

Holy Spirit lives within us, shaping, convicting, encouraging, gifting and sending us out to participate in God‘s 

plan for salvation.  This relationship empowers us to work out our own salvation with fear and trembling and to 

be witnesses to the world of God‘s grace. 
 

This spring I taught a class on spiritual gifts.  Among many other things, we talked 

about specific spiritual gifts.  One that came up was evangelism.  In Ephesians 4, 

evangelism is listed as one of five gifts given to equip God‘s people for service.  Paul 

is clear in his letters that not everyone has every gift.  If that is true, does it follow that not everybody is gifted 

as an evangelist?  And if that is the case, are you and I off the hook regarding sharing the gospel?  What about 

the great commission to go and make disciples?  The need for clarity arises from our fuzzy definitions.  An evan-

gelist is someone called by God to share the truth of the saving work of Jesus Christ on the cross and of his res-

urrection that brings eternal life to all who believe in him.  Is Billy Graham better at it than you and me?  Ab-

solutely.  He is the prime example from 20th century America of an evangelist, gifted by God to proclaim the 

gospel truth.  But here is an important question to consider:  Could Billy Graham have reached all the people 

he has on his own?  What if no one was ever invited to a Billy Graham crusade?  What if local churches didn‘t 

advertise the events?  You and I fulfill our calling to make disciples when we invite people to come and hear the 

gospel, and then walk beside them after they have heard the good news.  We may not all be gifted and called to 

stand on a street corner or speak before thousands in a stadium, but we are all called to share what Christ has 

done in our lives and invite people to hear the good news from those whom God has gifted for proclamation. 
 

Pastor Ron made a statement in a recent sermon regarding 

Jesus‘ words in John 14:6.  He said, ―I just know that every 

pastor I know who reads these words, ‗no one comes to the fa-

ther except by me,‘ cringes a little bit by the way it sounds in 

this context as opposed to how it probably originally was spoken and 

heard by Jesus and his followers.‖  Let me clarify.  I don‘t cringe at those words.  I believe them to be founda-

tional for the Christian faith and find them to be a great source of comfort. 
 

I didn‘t cringe at VBS, but I flinched. During Q&A, a young girl asked if people who don‘t 

know God go to heaven.  I told her that in Romans 2 it says those who don‘t know the law 

will be judged by what is in their hearts. Then another girl asked if that meant being nice 

to people gets one into heaven.  I told her about Matthew 25 and how giving someone a drink is like giv-

ing Jesus a drink. What I should have told them both (I did go back the next night) is that the reason God made 

us is not so we can die and go to heaven, but so we can get to know God right now. We do our children and our-

selves a disservice (not to mention the gospel) when we focus on getting to heaven. John 14:6 is about getting to 

know God!  And Jesus is the best and only way to do that!  

 

One more thing. Clarity is a valuable commodity. Many of us seek it. But even more valuable than knowing ex-

actly what something means, or which decision to make, is to have faith. Jesus said that those who believe 

without seeing are blessed. May we all be blessed with faith to believe the truth even when life isn‘t clear.

We are pleased to have partnered with her and so 

grateful for her work.                                       --Carrie Jo 

 

Dear First Presbyterian members and friends, 

Karin considers First Pres as part of her family, and you won-

derful folks continued to sustain her with both prayers and 

support while she was in Kenya.  We are pleased to provide an 

update about her new position and emphasize how grateful we 

are to you for helping to raise and shape this daughter. 

 

Karin's new position is as the Monitoring and Evaluation 

Technical Advisor for the United States Agency for Interna-

tional Development (USAID).  There are three components to her 

position: 
 

1.  She is the US government representative for Prevention of 

Mother to Child Transmission (PMTCT - of infectious diseases 

such as AIDS-HIV) Inter Agency Task Team which is the 

global governing body for developing PMTCT policy.  The UN 

will shortly launch a new initiative in this area.   

 

2. She serves as the strategic information advisor to a handful 

of countries receiving aid (currently this includes Russia and 

the Ukraine) and assists them to develop their country opera-

tional plan and provide performance reports to Congress.  She 

also works with national monitoring and evaluation of 

PMTCT in South Africa. These activities identify gaps in 

PMTCT delivery of services and data quality. 

 

3.  Lastly, she serves as point of contact for country ownership 

and health systems strengthening with a focus on Health In-

formation Systems.  She will shortly facilitate a work plan 

group during the Asia Forum in Manila to assist in improve-

ment of country specific health information systems.  

 

We don't pretend to understand even a fraction of what our 

daughter does but what we do know is how much we value our 

association with 1st Pres and especially Ron's inspired leader-

ship.  You are in our thoughts.

 As we strive to serve our living Lord and 
Savior, Jesus wants us to love our brothers and 
serve them also.  It is with this desire and passion 
to serve Christ that for several years I have 
watched members of our church Mission Team 
serving others, especially less fortunate people in 
need. 

 All of our mission team members started 
somewhere with that first invitation or calling to 
reach out and offer a talent or a gift to another.  
As you grow in God’s grace and as you realize His 
many blessings with a thankful heart, please ac-
cept this invitation to participate in one of the 
many First Pres. mission outreach opportunities. 
 This year the budgeted dollar amount 
available to assist our community is $48,000, 
$3,000 for National relief needs and $6,000 for 
international mission efforts.  The local mission 
amount is directed primarily as financial assis-
tance to local non-profit agencies that do a won-
derful job at greater efficiency than we can do as a 
church body.  An example of the rapid response 
to meet needs, is the budgeted amount in the na-
tional account that within hours of approval the 
team was able to purchase nearly $2,000 of 
clothes, personal items, clean-up supplies and 
other disaster relief items to include in the com-
munity project coordinated by Melissa Daniels at 
Muncie Toyota and Bob Ball of Blood N Fire 
ministry.  This truckload of purchased and do-
nated items from our community was delivered 
within days of the major tornadoes that hit Ala-
bama.  Contact has been made to our own White 
Water Valley Presbytery Disaster Assistance as to 
how our church can help with a mission trip to a 
tornado ravaged area. 

 Articles are included in this issue of the 
Columns explaining other opportunities for your 
involvement in Mission at First Pres.  Weekly on-
going opportunities exist at Christian Ministries, 
Salvation Army food pantry, Second Harvest 
Food Bank, Habitat for Humanity and Rebuild-
ing Together.

A Penny Saved . . . 

 The book Be Thrifty (… not cheap!) (332.024 CATT) promises on its cover to instruct readers on how 
to live better with less.  The editors are Pia Catton and Califia Suntree.  They have gathered information from 
dozens of sources to accomplish their goal. 

 On the topic of cutting, they give advice on cutting food bills, credit card debt, and your own hair.  
They offer tips on haggling, forming a baby-sitting co-op, and maximizing take-home pay.  There are sections 
on home repair, bartering, making cleaning products at home, plumbing, and saving energy (both your own 
and the kind you get from the electric company). 

 The editors aver that being thrifty does not require leading a second-rate existence.  They point out that the words 
thrift and thrive both spring from the same root. 

Immortal Human Cells 

 Around the middle of the last century, medical scientists “harvested” living cells from a patient in a 
Baltimore hospital.  The cells were taken without the consent or even the knowledge of the “donor,” a poor 
black woman named Henrietta Lacks.  Cultivated in laboratory dishes, the Lacks cells, called HeLa, became an 
important part of a variety of research programs.  Eventually, they helped earn millions in profits for the 
companies that used them. 

 HeLa cells were vital in the development of polio vaccine and were used in research on cancer, vi-
ruses, cloning, and gene mapping.  Neither Henrietta Lacks nor her descendants ever received any compensa-
tion for the cells. 

 The story of Henrietta Lacks, her family, and the HeLa cells is told in The Immortal Life of Henrietta Lacks (616.02 
SKLO) by Rebecca Skloot.  It is a fascinating story of scientific discovery and its human consequences.  The author is a science 
writer whose work has appeared in many magazines. 

 

SLEEPING ROOM NEEDS VOLUNTEERS 

In the past, each April the Sleeping Room volunteers have sadly said goodbye to the men who use the Sleeping 

Room.  These men had to then find a place to get a meal (or not), sleep (or not), and clean clothes (or not).
