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A Lonton Tribute o a Friond”

Over the last year or so I came to know a
very special man by the name of John Ridder.
John was a retired Episcopal Priest, the father
of our own Chris Bowles. He had served par-
ishes in Ohio and New Mexico and he had been
a chaplain at the State Hospital in New Albany,
IN. There was something special about John
Ridder when I picked him up at Westminster
Village over a year ago. I thought we were just
going out for a quick cup of coffee, but two
hours later I realized that I was in the presence
of a very gifted Priest... a spiritual man of God.

As I prepared for John Ridder’s memorial
service last month, I came across hundreds of
blogs that he had written over the course of
many months. Because of our common love of
the healing ministry of Jesus, this month I want
to share with you one of John’s blogs, entitled
“Leave Their Healing to Me”, in honor of a very
special person and Priest

John writes...“For many years I kept a
personal, spiritual diary. In it I recorded my
personal questions of God and the responses I
have received. I have never revealed any of
these until now.

One day I asked Him about the sick and
why some people are healed and others are not.
He called me to task for what He saw that I had
done...or had not done. This is my record of
I believe that it is the Holy
Spirit who delivers God’s words:

that encounter.

‘I am everywhere...in the infirmities...in
the hospitals and in homes. I care for all
of them. The very sick, including those
whom you have passed by - I love them
all!

‘You avoid them because you can not heal
them. You do not understand that they

are not wrecks and lost causes to me. My
healing for them you can not understand.

‘You are still too much of the world to love
them as I do.

‘As you live deeper in the Spirit where I
am, your understanding and compassion
for them will increase. You must not ex-
pect that every sick person will be made
whole as you conceive it or wish it. Grow
in your love for my children, all of them...
in whatever condition you find them.
Leave their healing to me.’

Having very sick relatives or visiting suf-
fering patients in hospitals or at home can be
a heart rending experience. My hope always
was that I might bring healing from God and
that they might rise from their bed and walk.

It was vital for me to learn that God with-
out my help is in control. As one person I
could not command His powers to heal. That
power is His, but He set me straight and I
hope you hear this...our part is to deepen our
faith, our understanding and to increase our

compassion.

In faith we CAN leave their healing to
Him. It is all the same our duty to proclaim
it..the LORD’S compassion is unbounded.
God’s grace is unconditional to all of His

own.

This blog spoke to me and I hope in this
Lenten season it will have special meaning
for some of you as I remember a very special
friend whose words continue to impact my

pea

ministry.
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Each One Bring One...or Two

Our theme for the year is Each One Bring One.
The theme overarches two emphases, one in-
ward and the other outward. The inward em-
phasis calls us to engage in community spiritual
formation, growing in faith together so that we
are “always ready with an answer for the hope
we have in Christ.” (I Peter 3:15) The outward
emphasis calls us to reach out beyond the body,
our church, into the surrounding community,
living out our inward spiritual formation such

that more and more people come to know the
love and grace of God in Jesus Christ. We are to reach out to those who “wish (or need, even if they don’t
know it) to see Jesus.” (John 12:21)

There are as many ways to make invitations to these inward and outward emphases as there are members of
the body. Each one of us has a sphere of influence, a group of people from different parts of our lives, whom
we can invite to engage in spiritual formation and disciple-making.

You might invite someone in the congregation to join you at Sunday school, be a part of a small group, come
to a mid-week class, pray with you, read the Bible with you, have coffee, share
...we hope this year's ameal, act as an accountability partner, partner in service to others, team
theme will be more teach a class, lead a workshop, fast with you...the list goes on.

Consider it a call O when they come to see the difference God’s presence has made in our lives,
action. we may find ourselves answering the very question we are preparing for in
our inward spiritual formation: What is the reason for your hope? We can
joyfully respond that it is in Jesus Christ that we hope.

The small group I am a part of is almost finished with the book Discipleship Essentials. It has involved us in a
year-long study of basic Christian beliefs, spiritual practices, and what it means to be a disciple in the body of
Christ. Our group has become a small community, dedicated to inward formation. When our study comes to
an end, we will be more fully equipped to engage in outward evangelism. We have grown as disciples so that
we can grow more disciples. One could say that we have already begun living out this year’s theme because
we’ve brought each other to this point. And soon it will be time for each of us to bring one more.

I know I speak for the entire staff when I say that we hope this year’s theme will be more than just a theme.
Consider it a call to action. And consider bringing more than one. When I shared the theme with Pastor Lee,
he suggested we change it to Each One Bring One Hundred! Perhaps bringing two would be an appropriate
goal to set for this year. Bring one person with you as you engage in inward spiritual formation. Bring an-
other person to see Jesus. If that person becomes a disciple, he or she will eventually bring two people too. If
we keep after it, guided and empowered by God’s Spirit, we might reach Pastor Lee’s goal before we know it!

May all that we say and do give glory and honor to the name of one who saves us, who is Jesus Christ.

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Sharing Brings JOY - To Others, to God, and to Us
ONE GREAT HOUR OF SHARING

Remember several years
ago when flooding in
southern Indiana threat-
ened lives as well as
homes? Columbus was
especially hard hit and
you responded so gener-
ously to our appeal for
clean-up supplies all put
together in big white
buckets. I think we
packed nearly 70 which

- we loaded up into vans
and took to Columbus.
Our presbytery office was

involved in directing the
assistance given to com-
munities close by that were affected by the flooding. That’s
how Presbyterian Disaster Assistance (PDA) works.
When a disaster hits, PDA makes funding available from
the One Great Hour of Sharing (OGHS) offering and
from special gifts to disasters for which needs exceed re-
sources available locally and regionally.

Presbyterians are called upon to respond to a wide variety
of disasters from natural causes and human activity. PC
(USA) is involved in disaster assistance helping local con-
gregations and middle governing bodies respond to disas-
ters. Following a disaster, church activity will begin lo-
cally through ministerial alliances or church councils and
nationally through denominational programs and the
Church World Service (CWS) Emergency Response Pro-
gram.

Since CWS works with the American Red Cross and the
Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), the
Emergency Response Program is able to get immediate
information on what is happening from the national level

while pastors or designated disaster response coordinators
are assessing the situation locally. Representatives from
PDA or CWS may go to the disaster area and assist in co-
ordinating the faith-based response.

In fact, at the time of the flooding in southern Indiana,
teams at Camp Pyoca as well as at the Columbus First
Presbyterian Church were very involved in rescue and
clean-up activities. In Columbus we made our way with
our vans of clean-up supplies to unload them at an inter-
faith gathering spot which was a bee hive of activity: peo-
ple coming for assistance—for food, shelter and cleaning
supplies—and others arriving, as I was, with loads of sup-
plies. Others still were directing people to the right ar-
eas—all working quite smoothly.

In case of emergencies
here, our church will be
a designated shelter for
American Red Cross if
needed. Recently as we
prepared for possible
power outages as the icy/
snowy winter storm
headed our way, we
were called to be ready.
We're thankful that was-
n’t necessary, but it’s

great to know our church locally and PC(USA) nationally
and even globally is prepared to give assistance however
needed. As people of faith, we are motivated to this action
by our call to bear witness to the healing love of Christ.
Let us generously support One Great Hour of Sharing
so we’ll be ready when disaster strikes.
