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The gift of water. What a gift. And we take it for 
granted. When I was in the Democratic Republic 
of Congo in 1998 with the Whitewater Valley 
Presbytery mission team, we drank water that 
people carried from a river and boiled for us. We 
tried not to waste a drop. A bottle of water was a 
precious jewel. Each team member carried one 
wherever we went. Nowhere were there drinking 
fountains or water faucets. I’ll never take water 
for granted again. 

Only half the population of Congo has access to 
clean drinking water. The Congo Water Project 
was formed to provide safe, clean water to the 
“Other Half”: the rural communities in the Congo. 
It’s reported that three out of 
every four rural Congolese do 
not have access to safe drinking 
water. Over 30 million people 
struggle for safe, clean drinking 
water every day. Community 
health leaders say, “Access to 
clean water is our number one 
need.”  

Water will improve health, food 
production, and education as 
well as promote a higher stan-
dard of living. Congolese are re-
garded as having access to water 
if water is within a 30 minute 
walk. Traditionally, women 
(usually girls) get the water by 
walking sometimes 2 or 3 hours 
to a river and then carrying it 
back home in huge jugs on top of their heads. 
Girls are kept out of school in order to provide 
their families with water. And the water must still 
be made safe to drink. 

Our presbytery’s Congo Water Project is deter-
mined to change that. The project is headed up by 
Woody Collins, a member of our 1998 mission 
team who has dedicated himself to helping our 
brothers and sisters in Congo however he can. He 
is a man with a mission who has already com-
pleted several successful projects which are im-
proving life for the Congolese. (We’ve partnered 
with him on two.) After hearing Woody’s presen-
tation, our Mission Committee recommended a 
donation of $5,000 to the project which was ap-
proved at our September session meeting.  

Woody has already shipped to Congo well-drilling 
equipment and two Basic Utility Vehicles (BUVs) 

for transporting supplies and 
equipment. He and a team of 
volunteers will leave in Novem-
ber to begin drilling wells. They 
will also provide water filter sys-
tems to make the water safe for 
drinking and cooking. The first 
well will be drilled for the Bulape 
Mission Station Hospital. After 
that Woody plans to locate wells 
at schools so parents can no 
longer keep girls at home to 
fetch water for the family—they 
can bring it on their way home 
from school. 

How exciting to be part of this 
project. Thanks for your gener-
ous support of mission outreach 
in our church budget. And thank 

God every time you drink a glass of good,           
safe  water.

During 

morning worship our guest leader will conduct a brief period of instruction 

and inspiration, climaxed by members making their commitments as a confi-

dential act of worship. 

We will encourage participation in Consecration Sunday events through the 

Consecration Sunday team and governing board members. Since we will 

make no follow-up visits to ask people to complete their cards, we will make 

every effort to inform, inspire, and commit everyone to attend Consecration 

Sunday worship.

The Chapel Still Stands 

Tucked into a small lot in New York City is a tiny chapel.  
Built in 1766, it has known generations of worshipers includ-
ing George Washington.  Alexander Hamilton is buried 
nearby.  The small building is dwarfed by mighty skyscrap-
ers.  It is located less than 100 yards from Ground Zero.  On 
September 11, 2001, the twin towers of the World Trade 
Center fell to a terrorist attack.  But the little chapel, for-
mally known as the Chapel of Old St. Paul, was unscathed. 

The story of this remarkable building is told in The Little 
Chapel that Stood (J283.74 CURT).  The story is told in verse 
and is illustrated with vivid paintings.  The chapel served as 
a staging area for the firefighters, police, and others who 
rushed to the scene after the attack.  The poem emphasizes 
the courage of the victims and rescuers rather than destruc-
tion and suffering. 

The author is A. B. Curtiss, who has written several other 
award-winning books for children. 

A Plan for Peace 

Former President Jimmy Carter offers a path to an elusive 
goal in We Can Have Peace in the Holy Land (956.05 CART).  
Subtitled “A Plan That Will Work,” the book points the way 
to an agreement that would settle the long-standing conflict 
between Israel and Palestine. 

Mr. Carter believes an agreement leading to lasting peace 
must be fostered by active support from what he terms “the 
International Quartet,” namely the United States, the 
United Nations, Russia and the European Union.  The book 
is a valuable resource for readers who wish to understand 
the current conflict and its implications for our country and 
the world. 

Belief in a Time of Skepticism 

Raising questions such as “How can there be one true relig-
ion?” or “How can a loving God allow so much suffering?”, 
skeptics challenge believers to justify their beliefs.  In his 
years as a pastor in New York City, Timothy Keller has heard 
these challenges and many more.  In his book, The Reason 
for God (239 KELL), he lays out a comprehensive foundation 
for belief. 

Drawing on literature, philosophy, anthropology, and a mul-
titude of other sources, Rev. Keller lays out convincing rea-
sons for a powerful belief in God.  This is a valuable book for 
those who doubt and those who want to re-evaluate their 
beliefs. 

The author is the founder of Redeemer Presbyterian Church 
in New York.  Billy Graham said of him, “Tim Keller’s ministry 
in New York City is leading a generation of seekers and skep-
tics toward belief in God.  I thank God for him.” 

From “Me” to “We” 

In a culture that pushes youth toward obsession with self, 
Michael Ungar points the way toward raising kids who are 
community-minded and empathetic.  His book, The We 
Generation (649.7 UNG) is subtitled “Raising Socially Re-
sponsible Kids.” 

He demonstrates that, contrary to conventional wisdom, 
youngsters are actually eager to help out and be noticed.  
They just need understanding and encouragement from 
their parents.  Prof. Ungar is a clinician and research profes-
sor in social work at Dalhousie University in Nova Scotia.
