We kicked off our “Fun with Cooking Unit” the very first day by making handprints on our
aprons, which every chef needs to cook, and baking brownies for our snack! Our days have con-
tinued with the selection If You Give a Moose a Muffin and yes, we made muffins! I told the
story using the flannel board which offered a great opportunity for the children to participate and
recreate the story on their own. Moose puppets were made for all to enjoy. This unit allows the
children to work together to ultimately cook their own snack. Mixing, stirring, pouring, measur-
ing and identifying kitchen utensils and their purpose are reinforced through actual cooking as
well as play in our sand table. Nutrition and exercise will be a focus as well.

Our first field trip to Jacob’s Apple Orchard will be September 22, 2009. We are learning about the life cycle of
the apple tree and making our own apple trees. We tasted red, green and yellow apples and graphed them. Ask
your child which apple our class liked the best.
